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We human beings are destined to find each other. An internal clock awakens in us a longing that becomes apparent in the conception of a new human life. The circumstances that sometimes favour and other times not, will be the scenery where the feelings and the relationships to our children will develop.

At the moment, we are living in a time where women and men don’t find it so easy ‘to meet’. This results in maternity issues being even more complex. I include myself in this. I have a beautiful girl and boy that I brought up alone.  I feel that life has chosen me to guide them and facilitate their way, at the same time that they will show me my deficiencies and imperfections. It is a process of mutual continuous learning. I learn every day to love them without expectations, leaving them free.

Sometimes we have children to satisfy our own need for affection; seeing them as a source of everlasting love, the projection of ourselves, the continuity, the carriers of our longings and frustrations…The motherly affection (mother’s love) is the strongest link that human beings have, and the one that can leave more imprints on us; modelling us and making us grow.

As the time passes, I think I needed this experience of being a mother so that I would mature more as human being. I yearned for my children, and they came so that we could walk our paths together. The flow of life is manifested in the birth, the meetings with our children and in the continuous sharing with them. Then, we let them go with a full and open heart.
